The format is A4, (210 x 297 mm), all margins 2.5 cm. Language is English. The abstracts may contain graphical results that support the written arguments but shall not exceed a length of 1 page (A4 format). The accepted abstracts will be available as a handout during the conference.

The title line is Times New Roman (all caps), 12pt bold, centered. Author-lines are Times New Roman, 12pt, normal, centered. Presenting author is underlined. Abstract text is Times New Roman, 12pt, normal, single spaced, justified. References are Times New Roman, 10pt, normal left. Caption is Times New Roman, 11pt, normal, justified, italic. References are Times New Roman, 10pt, normal, justified

The illustrations, figures (only black-and-white, high contrast) and tables should be inserted in the text. 
Electronic version of the abstract in MS Word format is required.
